Football was beige, global warming kept November crispness at bay, and no one knew whether a
Macy’s Parade had come or gone. Regardless, this remains Snooks’ favorite season — the best
time to saunter in filtered sun, leaves crackling underfoot, seduced into deep reflection from trees
of red and gold. Our bold new leaders really need not remind us change is on the way. The
wooly caterpillars and chevrons of passing birds have already clarified that what is, is not what
will be. The wish in this message is that what will be is better for
the earth and its people, than what was.
